1. Tap and hold any app icon on the Home screen until it
starts to wobble.

2. Drag it onto another app to create a folder that will
host both apps.

3. Drag more icons to this folder if necessary. Now tap
the default name of the folder if you want to change it.

4. It you want to reposition the folder to another screen,

tap and hold it until it begins to wobble, then drag it to
the desired screen.

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HOW TO CHANGE

YOURRINGTONE

It is a little bit annoying when everybody around has the
same music on a smartphone. It's time to change it.

There are two ways to change your ringtone: the easy way
that costs money and the relatively complicated but free
way. We'll start with the easy way first.

1. Open theilunes Store app on your iPhone (do not
confuse with the App Store, which is for apps and
games only).

2. Select the Tones tab on the lower-right corner of the
screen.

3. Onthis tab, find a good ringtone. Preferably one that
will not grow old no matter how many times you hear
it

4. Buy it. Yeah, all things considered, Apple could've
made ringtones free, but it's only a couple of cents
anyway. Wait for the download to be completed.
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5. Set the ringtone for all calls.

1o
locate the new ringtone, right-click the media file you
just created, click Get Info on the context menu of the
file you just created, select the File tab and look under

5. Delete the shortened version of the track from ilTunes.

6. Drag the " md4r ringtone file to iTunes. The Tones item
will appear in the Music menu. Click this item to open
the section containing your new ringtone.

/. Now, synchronize your iPhone with your computer and
the ringtone will appear on the iPhone.

8. Onvyour iPhone, tap Settings > Sounds and set the
new ringtone as th ~rone on your phone.

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SPEEDING UP

YOUR IPHONE

Smartphone is a computer. And it tends to become
slower after some time. That's how you avoid it:

Reduce animations

1. Go to Settings > General > Accessibility.

2. Move to the Reduce motion section and switch the
toggle.

3. While in the section, switch off Auto-play Message
Effects.

Clean memory

This might be useful mostly for 16GB device users. Try to
store photos, videos, documents etc. in cloud storages so
that they don't take much precious smartphone storage.
Also, turn off the automatic download of songs in Apple

Music.
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Safari cache

ne device is still slow? Try cleaning up cache in Safari.
ne browser stores some data when you surf the web. To

do this, go to Settings > Safari and tap Clear History and
Website Data.

Restore

Well, there's only one option left then. The method of last
resort here is to restore a backup that was made in the
past—back when your device worked perfectly fast.

Forgot to charge your smartphone but you have to
leave soon? Charge the gadget quicker!

1. Enable Airplane Mode. In this mode, all power is
channeled directly to the battery, by-passing the
power-consuming wireless interfaces.

2. It you like to keep your iPhone in a protective case,

take it off. This way, the battery won't overheat, and
the contacts will fit snugly and securely.
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3. Enable Low Power Mode by tapping Settings >
Battery > Low Power Mode. This will kill off all
redundant services.

4. It you have an iPad charger, use itl The standard
charger that comes with your iPad is more powerful

(TOW or 12W depending on the model) and will fill up
vour iPhone battery a lot faster.

5. Use original or high-grade cables to prevent energy
leaks.

Last but not least. The display is the most power-nungry
component, so if you don't use your phone while it is
charging, the whole process will take much less time.

BACKUPS

Smartphone can unexpectedly die. Make backups to
avoid data loss.

To automatically back up information from the iPhone, you
can use iCloud or iTunes. If you choose to back up using
iCloud, you cannot automatically create backups on your
computer using ilTunes. However, you can use ilunes to
create them manually.

iCloud creates a backup copy:

purchased music, films, 'V shows, programs ana
books, ringtones;

photos and videos were taken with iPhone;
IPhone settings, program data;

individualize the main screens, folders and program
locations;

messages (iMessage, SMS, and MMS).
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This is what you do when copying to iCloud:
1. Connect to Wi-Fi.

2. Go to Settings > [your name] and select iCloud.

3. Select iCloud Backup.

4. Tap on Create a backup copy. Do not disconnect from
Wi-Fi until the process is complete.

To configure the daily automatic backup in iCloud, you need
to do the following:

Make sure that the Backup in iCloud option is enabled
in the Settings > [your name] > iCloud > Backup in
iCloud.

Connect the device to a power source and Wi-Fi.
Lock the screen.

Check if there is enough free space in iCloud to create
a backup — if it's okay, you can turn it on.

Smartphone memory is full? Here are some tips on
how to clean the storage.

Delete attachments in Messages

When you send messages via iMessage, you usually adad
lots of screenshots, photos, and selfies. After a while, they
will take up hundreds of megabytes, gigabytes even, in your
phone memory.

To delete unwanted attachments, open Messages and fina
the conversation with the biggest attachments.

Tap the icon in the top-right corner to see all the attachments.

To delete an attachment:
1. Touch and hold the conversation.
2. In the pop-up menu, tap More.
3. Select the attachments you want to delete.

4. Tap the bin icon at the bottom.
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When you send or receive audio messages, they are saved
on your phone and will be stored there forever if you don't
change the default settings. 1o erase audio messages after
a certain period of time, tap Settings > Messages. Next,
and under Audio Messages, tap Expire and select After

2 minutes. Now any audio message will be deleted two
minutes after it's been sent or received.

't you're not the person that likes to read your letters
again and again, you can set your phone to delete your old
messages automatically. You will find the necessary option
in Settings > Messages > Message History. You can keep
vour old messages for 30 days, for a year, or forever.

Optimizing your media library

HDR (High Dynamic Range) is a very useful piece of
technology when you want your photos crisp and vivid. Be
aware that by default your phone will save both your HDR
and their ‘'normal’ counterparts.

Open Settings > Camera and disable the Keep Normal
Photo option.

Don't forget to choose the optimal resolution and recording
speed for your videos. It's pretty straightforward: the more
frames per second you want, the larger the resulting video file.

When you delete photos or videos, they are moved to the
Recently Deleted folder, where they will be stored for another
30 days. Don't forget to clean up this folder now and then.
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|Cloud Music Library allows you to keep a large chunk of your
data in a cloud. 1o save space on your phone, be sure to select
Settings > Photos > Optimize Storage. \When your phone
starts running out of space, the system will automatically
replace full-res photos with their light versions. The originals
will be sent to iCloud, from where they can be retrieved at any
moment.

Instead of storing music on your phone, stream it. Gone
are the days when you had to sync your mobile with
vour laptop music library. Now that we have free Wi-Fi
and reasonably priced data plans, we can use streaming
services like Apple Music to save precious space.

't Wi-Fi coverage in your area is still not very good, you can
cap the space available for music files on your device.

To do this, tap Settings > Music > Optimize Storage and
tell the phone when to stop saving those audio files.

Optimize your apps

Now let's return to Settings > General > iPhone Storage
for a moment. Here you can unload any app while
oreserving all of its data. Or you can go the whole hog and
delete everything and the kitchen sink.

You can configure iOS to automatically unload apps that
have not been used for a long time. You can always restore
an unloaded app by tapping its icon, which will be prudently

preservea.

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When an app is unloaded, a cloud icon appears next to it,

indicating that the app is no longer in the memory of your
ohone but is in the iCloud.

Alas, iPhones don't provide any tools for purging app data
and temporary files. The best you can do is reinstall the
bloated app. This is particularly useful for Mail, big apps,
games, and social networks, which typically store lots of
pictures, documents, and temp files.

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HOW TO RESET

YOUR IPHONE

It's time to change a smartphone! But first, reset all
setting to sell it.

Go to General > Reset.

There are several options:
Reset All Settings: This is self-explanatory.

Erase All Content and Settings: All of your content and
settings will be erased, and you will not be able to use
vour device until you set it up anew.

Reset Network Settings: This will delete your networks
and VPN settings that were configured without using a
configuration profile.

Reset Keyboard Dictionary: You may have modified
this dictionary by rejecting or accepting suggestions
as you typed. Now all of the words you've added to
this dictionary will be deleted.
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Reset Home Screen Layout: This returns the original
apps and restores the default icons on the home

SCreen.

Reset Location & Privacy: The apps will stop accessing
vour location data until you allow them to.

Now that you have made up your mind, you can begin the
reset procedure. IMPORTANTI Make sure you have more
than 60% of battery power left (or plug your iPhone into a
oower socket to be on the safe side).

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It you want to demonstrate a mobile app to a large group
of people, record a screencast and upload it to Youlube, or
it you just want to play your favorite iPhone or iPad game
on a big 1V screen, you will need a device or app that can
‘mirror” the content of your phone on another display.

The following options are available to i0OS users.

1. Apple TV. Even previous generation Apple TV boxes can
receive audio and video from a mobile device and send it to
a projector or TV over HDMI. And if you are the lucky owner
of the latest Apple TV, you'll have no problem whatsoever
viewing videos, games, web pages and other mobile content
on your I'V. Just make sure your mobile device and Apple
1V are connected to the same Wi-Fi network, tap "AirPlay”
in your app or device menu, and then allow the video to play

on the big screen of your choice.

2. Mac+QuickTime. Another method is to connect your
IPhone or iPad to any contemporary Mac with a cable,
launch QuickTime Player, click File > New screen recording

3. Apple TV emulators. There are also apps that let you

cast your device screen as if you were using Apple V. The
pest of the lot is, in our opinion, Reflector and Airserver (we
orefer the latter). Each will set you back $15 but trust us they
are worth every penny. Both Mac and Windows versions are
available, and they can easily communicate with iOS ano
Android devices. You can cast in full screen mode, tweak
video quality, record clips, make screenshots, and enjoy lots
of other bells and whistles. You use these apps in the same
manner as the Apple TV: make sure the two devices are on
the same local network, tap AirPlay on your iPhone, and then
select the big screen that will display your mobile content.

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Pupils have their school timetables posted up on
noticeboards. They are also often given a printed copy on
their first day at school. But what about the parents? How
can they possibly remember all the details of their kids'
school day? Here's where your iPhone's Calendar with its
New Event feature will come in hanady. Ihere are two ways
to add an event to your calendar. First, the long one:

1. Open the Calendar app and tap the plus icon in the
top right corner.

2. Specify a title, a location and a time for the event.

3. Set an alert, if necessary.

4. It it's a recurring event, specify this under Repeat.

5. Tap Done. The new event will appear on the calendar.
And here's a quicker way:

0. Use the 3D-Touch function and press on the Calendar
icon a tad harder (this will work for the iPhone 6S and
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above).

/. Tap Add Event in the pop-up window.

't the event is to take place in a far-away location, you can
make the app calculate the travel time so that it displays
the alert in good time rather than 15 minutes before the
event which is an hour's drive away from where you are at
the moment.

You can even talk to your Calendar! For example, you can
ask Siri when the next math test is (if you have previously
scheduled this event, of course), tell it to postpone a PTA
meeting or ask it to read out your plans for today.

And here's one more trick. Rotate the calendar (i.e. turn
vour iPhone on its side), and you will see your schedule
for the entire week, where you can move your meetings
around, changing their dates and times.

This way, you can use Calendar to make digital copies of
your kids' timetables and have everything under control! It
you need more detailed instructions on working with the
Calendar app, please see this page.

Being able to access your phone remotely from another
device can be very useful. Remote access allows you to
resolve multiple program issues without leaving your home
and at no charge—someone knowledgeable can diagnose

vour device over the Internet. Some of
your more tech-savvy friends to config

vou will have asked
dre your PC remotely

from their computer. You only had to allow them access to
vour machine by checking the right boxes and entering your

password.

Unfortunately, iOS doesn't feature re
capabilities and not every user woulc

want to jailbreak their

ohone. But there is a solution! Third-party developers offer
numerous alternatives. A user can connect to their device
from an iPad, a Mac or a PC. Here are a few apps you might

want to try. QuickSupport by TeamVi

ewer is g service that

allows you to run system checks on your smartphone, view

a list of running processes and iOS configuration profile,
and accept and send files from and to your iPhone.

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For another user to be able to connect to your device, they
need to install the desktop version of QuicksSupport. On
the screen of your device, you will see a code required to
establish a secure connection. This code must be enteread
in the QuickSupport window on the PC. Now your iPhone

menu can be accessed via the Internet. The developers of
Quicksupport also offer a full version called TeamViewer:

RemoteControl. It allows you to control your iPhone from

vour computer and your computer from your iPhone.

Bomagar is another remote access app. It can be used on
IPhones and iPads. As with QuickSupport, you need to

install it on both your iPhone and your computer or iPad).

This software requires a stable Internet connection. If the
connection is lost, your device may freeze. 1o secure the
connection, you enter a code on both devices. All sessions
are encrypted. You can view system information, clean up,
and update your device.

Rescue + Mobile is the last RA app in today's review. It allows

vou to identity and resolve most system issues. This tech
support app is always there to help. There are several ways
you can contact the help desk: via chat, through co-browsing,

and by using tips that the tech support will offer after
checking the system notifications of your iPhone. The key is
to have a stable internet connection and follow the interactive
tips from the help desk. The connection is protected by a six-
digit code provided by a tech support specialist. Once the
session ends, no one will be able to access the menu of your
smartphone without your permission.

Here's how you activate VoiceOver. Head to Settings >
General > Accessibility and triple-tap the Home button
to start using VoiceOver. You will hear a description of
everything displayed on the screen: the battery level, the
Caller ID, and even the name of the app you are about to
open. You can also adjust the speaking rate and pitch.

And a couple of more perks:

1. The Handwriting mode allows you to literally write
the text on the screen. For example, it can be used to
silently enter your passcode or open apps from the
Home screen. To activate this feature, open Rotor and
choose Handwriting. This is most useful if you are, say,
iIn a meeting and want to text your wife but can't speak
into the phone.

2. A small but useful tip—to navigate up or down the
screen, swipe with three fingers.

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3. If you have a trackpad that supports Multi-Touch and
VoiceOver is active, use gestures to navigate across

elements on the screen, control them, and input
VoiceOver commands. VoiceOver gestures include

moderate or rapid movement of fingers over the
trackpad and touching, scrolling or rotating one or two
fingers on the trackpad surface. You can use various
gesturing techniques. For example, you can touch the
screen with two fingers of the same hand or use both
hands. Try different gestures and choose the most
convenient for you.

4. VoiceOver supports 6-dot and 8-dot Braille symbols
and does not require an external Braille keyboara.

Summing up: VoiceOver helps you to fully control your
device without even seeing the screen. The smartphone
will tell you what is happening. By the way, all ABBYY-

developed apps also support VoiceOver, a must-have for

vision-impaired users, is no exception.

Have you ever wondered how to use your smartphone to
0e sound of body and mind”? Try Health — a built-in iIOS app
that helps you to learn about your body and start reaching
vour goals. It gathers data from iPhone, Apple Watch, and
third-party apps so you can view all your progress in one
convenient place. Health also recommends other helpful
applications to round out your collection.

Health features multiple charts with your stats for a day, a
week, a month, and a year. It highlights four key categories:
Activity, sleep, Mindfulness, and Nutrition.

Health combines activity data from your iPhone, for example,
the number of steps taken or the length of the distance
traveled, with metrics from third-party fitness and wellness
apps. Whether it is the Clock app or a third-party sleep
accessory, the information about your sleep is fed into Health.
Use the Breath app on Apple Watch to relieve stress and stay
mindful throughout the day. For picky eaters, the app lets you
count your calories, carbs, caffeine intake, and more.
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On top of all the useful perks, Health allows you to create a
personal Medical ID. [t may come in especially handy in an
emergency, like allergies and medical conditions, and can
be accessed from the emergency dialler without unlocking
vour device.

Health also enables you to monitor your blood pressure,
glucose levels, weight, and reproductive health. The app
stores all the data in a single interface. You decide which
information is fed into Health and which apps can access
yvour data. All the data automatically stays up to date
across all your devices thanks to iCloud and is encrypted
both in transit and at rest.

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HOW TO SET UP

A PERSONAL
HOTSPOT

Virtually all modern smartphones have the feature that
allows their users to share the cellular data connection
with computers, other phones, and tablets. Today, we will
cover some personal hotspot tips for iOS users.

Here's a list of Apple devices that support this function:

1. iIPhone 4 and newer.

2. 1Pad 3 Wi-Fi + Cellular and newer models with built-in
cellular.

3. 1Pad mini Wi-Fi + Cellular and newer models with
built-in cellular.

To begin with, make sure that Mobile Data is enabled in
smartphone settings. To do this, go to Settings > Mobile
Data and tap the respective slider.

Now let's try sharing your internet connection using Wi-
Fi. While in the device that is being connected to, go to
Settings > Mobile Data and enable your Personal Hotspot.
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Check the Wi-Fi password and the name of your iPhone.
~Finally, enable Wi-Fi on the phone you are trying to connect,
select the device you are connecting to among available
networks, enter the password if necessary, and you are
done!

s there a way to connect using Bluetooth” Definitely! To
check whether your device is discoverable, go to Settings
> Bluetooth and leave this page open. After you turn on the
hotspot mode, go to your computer. If it runs Windows, go
to Control Panel and click Add a device under Hardware
and Sound. Your iPhone or iPad will display among
available devices—select it and click Pair. Now switch over
to your iPhone and check the pairing request. Tap the
respective button and connect your phone and computer
by checking the codes on both devices.

Then, right-click the smartphone icon in the computer
settings and in the Connect using section select Access
point. There you go! If you are a Mac user, go to System
Settings > Network and click the Bluetooth icon. Select the
device with the enabled personal hotspot and press Connect.

The last method to establish a connection is by using a
USB cable. First, make sure that your computer has the
latest iTunes installed.

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HOW TO TRANSFER

DATA FROM ONE
IPHONE TO ANOTHER

An, the excitement of unboxing a brand-new device! But
then comes the challenge of migrating all of the contacts
and cherished pictures from your old phone. There are
three ways to transter data from one iPhone to another
currently known to science.

1. Using the Quick Start screen

[t you own a device running iOS 11, you can use it to set up
vour new iPhone. You will need both devices to complete

the processes, so choose a time when you can don't need
either. Once you are ready to begin:

1. Turn on your new iPhone and place it next to the old
one. You will see the Quick Start screen on the old
device asking if you want to use your Apple ID to set
Up the new phone. Make sure that the suggested ID is
the one that you want to use and tap Continue. If you
don't see the Continue option, turn Bluetooth on.
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2. Wait until you see an animation on your new iPhone.
Hold the old iPhone above the new one so that the
animation appears in the center of the screen of the
old device. Wait a few seconds until you see the Finish
on New [Device] If for some reason, you can't use
the camera on your old iPhone, tap Authenticate
Manually and follow the on-screen instructions.

3. When prompted, type on the new phone the passwora
that you used on your old phone.

4. Setup Touch ID or Face ID on the new phone.

5. 5. When prompted, type your Apple ID on the new
phone. If you own multiple devices, you may need to
enter their passwords as well.

6. Your new phone will ask you if you want to restore
the apps, data, and settings from your latest iCloud
backup or if you want to update the backup of your
current phone and then restore. After you choose a
backup, you will have to decide whether or not you
want to transfer certain settings related to location,
orivacy, Apple Pay, and Siri. If you choose to update
the backup on your old device, make sure that Wi-Fi is
enabled on that device.

While the data are being transferred, both phones have to
remain side by side, connected to your Wi-Fi network, and
their power adapters must be plugged into a wall socket.
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2. Using iCloud

Sefore using this method, create a backup of your
ohone data in iCloud (see this newsletter for detailed
instructions). And here’'s how can transfer your backup
from iCloud on to your new phone:

1. Tap the name of your Wi-Fi network to connect
vour phone to the Internet. Follow the on-screen
instructions, and when you see the Apps & Data
screen, tap Restore from iCloud Backup.

2. Signin to iCloud with your Apple ID and password.

3. When prompted, select the backup that you've just
created (check its date and size to make sure it's the
one that you need).

Stay connected until the restore process completes. Then
complete the remaining steps. Once you are done setting
Up the device, stay connected and plugged into power while
the device downloads your photos, music, apps, and other
content from iCloud.

3.Using iTunes

The third method is to use iTunes. As with iCloud, you will
have to make a backup first.

1. Turn on your new phone and follow the on-screen
instructions until you see the Apps & Data. On the
Apps & Data screen, tap Restore from iTunes Backup
> Next.

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HOW TO RECORD

A PHONE CALL

Sometimes you may want to record your telephone
conversation and save it as an audio file for future use. You
may need this feature, for example, it you regularly interview
people over the phone. You will surely have discovered by
now that iOS does not offer any standard tools for recording
vour phone calls. Luckily, there exist third-party solutions
that will do the job. Today, we'll tell you about two of them
(alas, they are not free and cannot be installed locally).

 TapeACall

Using TapeACall, you can record incoming and outgoing
ohone calls of any length. Once the recording starts,

you can monitor the process and keep it running in the
background. You can go back to the app at any time by
tapping its notitication bubble. Recorded calls are saved to
audio files on your device and can be shared with others
via e-mail, Dropbox, Google Drive, Evernote, Twitter or
Facebook. One word of caution, though: after the app was

to check out the Family Sharing feature, which Apple is
particularly proud of.

-irst, you'll need to make sure that all of your Apple devices
support the feature. Nothing extraordinary here—you need
an iPhone, an iPad or an iPod Touch running iOS 8 or later.

Tap Settings, then open your Apple ID, select Set Up Family
Sharing > Get Started and follow the on-screen instructions.
IN 108 10.2 or earlier, tap Settings > iCloud > Set Up Family
Sharing and follow the on-screen instructions.

Now add your family (note that each family member must
have their own Apple D).

1. Inthe Family Sharing settings, tap Add Family Member.

2. Enter your family member’'s name or e-mail address
and follow the on-screen instructions.
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3. IniOS 11 or later, choose if you want to send an
invitation via Messages or invite your family member
personally and follow the on-screen instructions.

Invitations can be accepted directly from e-mail messages
or text messages. If your family member accidentally
deletes an invitation, they can still accept it by tapping
Settings > Apple ID > Invitations. In iOS 10.2 or earlier,
they will need to go to Settings > iCloud > Invitations.

There are numerous different uses of Family Sharing, so
we'll describe those that are used most often.

CALLS ON YOURMAC

There's nothing unusual about using Skype or Facelime on
a MacBook. But how about making and answering regular
ohone calls from your laptop?

Now we're going to show you how you can answer a phone
call without running about looking for your frantically
vibrating iPhone.

The feature in question is part of Apple's Continuity
concept designed to enable users to switch seamlessly
between their devices while working on a task. For
example, you can start working in Pages on your Mac and
then continue working on the same text on your iPhone,
or you can start reading a web page on your iPhone and
then open Safari on your laptop and pick up exactly where
vou left off Safari. In the same manner, you can make and
answer phone calls from your laptop.

Here's what you need:

All of your devices must be signed in to iCloud with
the same Apple ID.

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All of your devices must have Facelime enabled.

All of your devices must be connected to the same Wi-
i network.

On your iPhone, open Settings > Phone > Calls on
Other Devices > Allow Calls on Other Devices.

On your Mac, open FaceTime > Preferences and
select the Calls From iPhone.

Now you can seamlessly move between your Mac and
IPhone to make and receive calls. To hand off a call from
vour iPhone to your Mac, tap on the loudspeaker icon and
select your Mac in the menu that pops up.

You can also make calls directly from your laptop.
Depending on your software modification, either hover
the mouse cursor over the phone number you wish to call
or click the phone icon. When you start dialing a number,
the bar at the top of your iPhone screen will turn green.
Tapping this bar will open the Phone app, where you can
pick up the call from your Mac.

To be able to make calls from an Apple computer, your
Mac must be running Mac OS Yosemite or later, and your
IPhone must have iOS 8.1 or higher.

n the iPhone X, Apple introduced TrueDepth, a new
technology for its front camera that enables the Face |D
feature to unlock your phone. The upgraded front camera
also allows you to create animojis, which are basically “live”

emojis that mirror your facial expressions. 105 12 takes
animated stickers one step further, enabling you to create a
virtual copy of yourself termed memoll.

To create a memoji, open the Messages app and start
comMposing a new message.

There's a feature in your iPhone called Find My IPhone
which allows you to track the location of your missing
ohone, prevent others from using it, or erase all the data
from its memory it you think there’'s no chance of ever
getting your phone back.

To turn on the Find My iPhone feature:

1. Open Settings, tap your name at the top of the screen,
and open iCloud (in i0S 10.2 or earlier, simply open
Settings and tap iCloud).

1. Now locate the Find My iPhone item at the bottom of
the list and turn it on.

Great! From now on, you will be able to track your device.

And here're the steps you need to complete if you lose your
phone:

[t push comes to shove, you can always erase all of the data
stored in your phone. This may well be the best course of
action when you think there's no chance of you ever getting
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vour phone back. Once all of the data are erased, you will
no longer be able to track your phone, as the device will

be reset to its factory defaults. However, Activation Lock,
which was enabled automatically when you switched into
Lost Mode, will still be on until you have removed the phone
from your iCloud account. Once removed from your iCloud
account, the phone can be freely used by any other person.

Once the statistics are ready, you have the option to save
them as a PDF file in the Files app. Choose "open with
Shortcuts” in the next popup (don't use Safari to open it,
our phone froze for a long time after we chose that option),
and you're good! (just like your taste in music ;))

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HOW TO RESTART

A SMARTPHONE

A situation where your iPhone is completely frozen — the
buttons, and the screen do not respond to anything —
might be unpleasant, but it's not as scary as you might
think. A forced restart is all that you need to do.

The way to go about this will be different for owners of
newer iPhones without a Home button (X, Xs, or Xr) and
owners of older generations of iPhones.

Force-restarting an iPhone with a Home button

For a force restart, simultaneously hold down the Power
and Home buttons for about 10 seconds. The Apple logo
will appear on the screen, and the iPhone will switch back
on. However, having it start up this way can take a longer
time than usual.

A forced restart can also help if you have noticed that
vour iPhone has gotten slow lately. It will clear the system
memory and restart all background processes. You might
say that this is no different from what happens during a
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normal restart, but from our personal experience, a force
restart does indeed speed up your phone more than a
normal restart. It might just be our imagination though.

Force-restarting an iPhone X, Xs, or Xr

The disappearance of the Home button has made doing
some things more difficult. To make up for it, the volume
buttons are now used much more often.

Here is how to do a force restart on models without a Home
outton:

1. Quickly press and release the "volume up” button — as
when locking your screen.

2. Quickly press and release the "volume down” button.

3. Next, press and hold the Power button for about 10
seconds until the Apple logo appears.

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HOW TO USE “DO NOT

DISTURB” MODE?

‘Do Not Disturb” is probably the most useful phone mode
when you are sleeping or snowed under at work. When
enabled, the feature will muffle any incoming calls. It takes
just a few taps to switch it on:

1. Open Settings.
2. Scroll down to Do Not Disturb.

3. Flick the switch to the On position.

You can also access this mode via the Control Centre—
tap the crescent icon. When the mode is on, you'll see a
crescent moon icon in the status bar.

You can also schedule your phone to go in and out of "Do
Not Disturb” mode at certain times of the day, for example,
from 10:00 pm to 0/:00 am. The scheduling is done in the
settings screen.

Since "Do Not Disturb” blocks out all incoming calls and
notifications, you run the risk of snubbing an important
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caller or missing a crucial alert. Aware of this danger, Apple
nas added a special feature which allows you to hand-

nick VIPs in your contacts whose calls will always be put
through to you, no matter what.

The first option is to add important contacts to the favorites
list and instruct your phone always to notity you about calls
from these people. The second option is to create a new

group called, say, VIP and allow these chosen few to disturb

vour peace. Lastly, you can have phone numbers in your
Contacts that can call and text you anytime.

't's quite a quest to enable the feature:
1. Open Contacts.
2. Choose a contact and start editing it.

3. Tap Ringtone (yes, we know, not the most obvious of
choices).

4. Flick the Emergency Bypass switch to On.

5. Now you will get all notifications related to this caller,
even if Do Not Disturb option is turned on.

6. Additionally, you can let through any caller who dials
vour number twice within the space of three minutes
(persistence should be rewarded, and emergencies
should not be ignored).

Do Not Disturb While Driving mode was introduced in iOS
11. The phone will automatically enable the Do Not Disturb
option if it detects that you are moving at high speed or
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have connected to your car's Bluetooth network. When
someone sends you an SMS (sadly, messengers are not
supported), they will get a brief autoreply, if you care to
supply one, like "Can’t take my eyes off the road call you
back later”. Ain't that cool?

N i0S 12 DND has become even smarter and can be
automatically activated on schedule, on change of location,
or even if it knows you're busy because there's a meeting
scheduled in your iOS Calendar. The fastest way to set up
DND is through Control Centre. On older iPhones with the
"Home" button, swipe up from the bottom of the screen.
On an iPhone X or later, swipe down from the upper-right
corner of the screen.

Now, long-press the crescent icon. This will open the
following first four options:

For one hour
Until tomorrow morning
Until | leave this location

Until the end of this event
We want more, so tap Scheduled for more flexible settings.

Of all the newly added options, we find Bedtime Mode to be
the most useful. If you schedule a “From.. To" time period
and flick Bedtime Mode on, your iPhone will know that
you're sleeping. It won't even light up for calls or messages
(with regular DND, your phone will show notifications, but
won't ring or vibrate). Now, even if you cast an occasional
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look at your phone, there won't be any new notifications to
send your mind into "wake-up mode”.

At the end of the bedtime period, your phone will show a
Good Morning screen with a weather report for the day — a
nice human touch to make getting up easier.

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HOW TO TAKE PHOTOS

OF THE DOCUMENTS
PROPERLY

Technology can do much, but sometimes it needs some
help. Here are some tips on how to make perfect photos
of the document for successful recognition and scan in
FineReader PDF. But also they'll be useful for Business
Card Reader.

1. Poor lighting. The more light you have, the better. It also
helps if the light is evenly distributed. Taking snapshots

at night while sitting in a car with business cards or
documents placed in your lap will almost certainly not
work. No technology, however intelligent, will be able to
capture text which you can hardly read yourself. Naturally,
there are occasions when you have no choice, but if there's
no urgency, you will do wise to wait for daylight and take a
picture in a less shaky environment.
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2. Wrong focus point is another image defect that may
make you want to rip your hair out. Why is it that sometimes
the camera will focus on any object in sight save the text
that you need to capture” Digital cameras use special
technology to determine the distance to the subject. To
perform reliably, it needs enough lighting and high-contrast
objects. Besides, it is often fine-tuned for portraits ano
common indoor and outdoor scenes. If your camera has

a hard time focusing on the text, give it a helping hand by
pointing the lens to some high-contrast (e.g., black and

white) area. It's best to give the camera some time to focus
on the text instead of taking a few hasty snapshots in the
hope that you can improve their sharpness later.

3. Blur is caused by camera shake. It is more likely to occur
in dark environments because the camera will keep the
shutter open until the sensor gets enough light. Even if you
have the steady hands of a neurosurgeon, your heartbeats
may transfer to the camera and cause blur. So, if your
camera is not equipped with optical image stabilization,
shoot like a marksman: hold the camera steady in your
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nands, hold your breath and softly press the shutter release
outton. If you need to take lots of pictures in one session,
we would advise using a flexible clamp mount. We use one
ourselves and can confirm that it does the trick.

4. Shadows and glare. These, too, are also caused by
uneven or insufficient lighting. Using the flash may help,
but its trickier with small objects like business cards. Hot
spots may occur where you least expect them. If your text
IS printed on glossy paper, position the camera so that you
don't see the direct reflection of the lamp on the document.
Light should be evenly distributed over the document. Look
out for shadows. Remember that your arms can obstruct
the light and cause shadows too. If this is the case, you may
want to reposition the camera, move to another room or
add an extra light source.
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5. “Difficult” backgrounds. [hese can cause some headache.
The background is not the subject, but it often attempts to
pull the focus to itself. The general rule of thumb is to shoot

against uniform backgrounds and have as few other objects in
the frame as possible. Avoid white backgrounds, though.
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6. Poor angle. If you shoot at an angle, rather than
positioning the camera directly above the document, make
sure that the angle is not too steep. Otherwise, the image
correction algorithms may become helpless. The trapezoid
correction mechanism can work wonders, but it's not
omnipotent and won't be able to restore the document to its
normal rectangular self if you shoot it from a prone position.

@ .
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7.Camera problems. Not all device cameras are created
equal. If you plan to use your smartphone as a portable
scanner, take a closer look at its camera specs. It should
oroduce a sharp picture across the entire frame, be

able to adjust white balance reasonably well, not distort
object boundaries, and perform well in different lighting
environments. Smartphones tend to be equipped with
better cameras than tablets.
